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KANSAS EXTENSION ASSOCIATION OF FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES
GENERAL
1.  The policies and procedures of the Association may be initiated, amended, or deleted by a majority vote of the Executive Board at any called Executive Board meeting.

2. The President shall appoint a committee of three members to approve the Business Meeting minutes before they are sent to the membership.

3.  Members who are National Extension Association of Family and Consumer Sciences (NEAFCS) Officers, NEAFCS committee chairs, and KEAFCS Committee Chairs may be invited to the Association Executive Board Meeting as ex-officio members.  
4.  The President will appoint a webmaster. 

5.   Life Members may receive an invitation to the Friendship Night Event and may receive   

      electronic copies of the KEAFCS Newsletter and Annual Report.
SCHOLARSHIPS AND AWARDS
1.   Applications for the National Program Awards and Scholarships must be applied for through 
       the NEAFCS Awards website, https://www.neafcs.org/awards.
2.   Applications for the following state KEAFCS scholarships and state KEAFCS awards must 
      be submitted to their respective committee chair. 
      Elinor Anderson Scholarship: 

a. Originally titled the “Kansas County Extension Home Economics Scholarship”, these funds are held by K-State Foundation (Fund U58450). Only the interest can be awarded, not the principal. 

b. The recipient must have had a minimum of one (1) year experience in Extension work and must be a member of The Association.

c. The recipient is expected to work one year after using the scholarship.

d. The recipient is expected to give a brief report on how the scholarship was used to the 
   Association at a business meeting.

e. The recipient must use the scholarship for credit courses taken at KSU.

f. The guidelines for distribution of the funds are:

           

1. $400 to one KEAFCS member for graduate study.

          

2. $400 for workshops, short courses or online classes taken for graduate credit to be divided not more than four ways. 

           

3. The total amount ($800) may be awarded to one applicant.
g.
Members may receive the Elinor Anderson Scholarship more than one year. Applicants 

not having received the scholarship will receive preference. 

h.
Recipient(s) of the scholarships will be determined by the committee. 

Kansas Extension Association of Family & Consumer Sciences Scholarships: 
a. The recipient must have had a minimum of two (2) years of experience in Extension work and be a member of the Association.

b. The recipient is expected to work one year after using the scholarship.

c. The recipient is expected to give a brief report on how the scholarship was used to The 
    Association at a regular meeting. 

d. The scholarship may be used for professional workshops, trainings, as well as for college credit. 

e. The guidelines for distribution of the scholarship fund are:

       

1. $150 may be divided among recipients.

Members may receive the Kansas Extension Association of Family & Consumer                   
Sciences Scholarship more than one year. Applicants not having received the                   
scholarship will receive preference. 

g.
Recipient(s) of the scholarship(s) will be determined by the Committee.         

First Timer’s Stipend:
a. The Association will provide two stipends for First Timers to the NEAFCS Annual Session in the amount of $100.00 per stipend as selected by the Committee.
Friend of Extension Family and Consumer Sciences:
a.
Its purpose is to honor a person or group who has made significant contributions to 

      Extension Family and Consumers Science programs across the state or in any one 

      county or district. 
COMMITTEE FUNCTIONS
1.   The Chair-elect of Standing Committees will automatically move up to Chair. Exceptions 
are the Budget Committee and the Bylaws and Policy Committee.

2.  Officers and Committee Chairs of the Association are responsible for passing their respective information by notebook, flash drive, or shared online to the upcoming Committee Chair.

1.  The Association will be responsible for the early bird registration cost, travel, meals and 
lodging for the KEAFCS President-Elect to attend the Joint Council of Extension Professionals (JCEP) Leadership Conference.
2.  The Association will be responsible for the early bird registration cost, travel, meals and 
     lodging for the KEAFCS President to attend the NEAFCS Annual Session and the Public 
     Issues Leadership Development Conference (PILD). 

3.  Voting delegates will represent the Association at the NEAFCS Annual Business Meeting,  
     Regional Business Meeting, Open Forum and other NEAFCS functions as designated by the 
     Association President. 

4.  The President will inform voting delegates of issues that will be discussed at the NEAFCS
     Annual Session and will communicate all necessary information to Association members 
     regarding the NEAFCS Annual Session.

     $125.00 toward the registration fee will be paid.
