BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  
Most older adults prefer to “age in place.” The results of a need assessment conducted in Kansas indicated that the ability to stay in one’s home was a priority for many older adults in the state. One of the ways to assist individuals to achieve this aim is through the use of assistive technology. 
Fashion as Easier Lifestyle with Assistive Technology was created to raise awareness about assistive technology and to encourage people to seek out additional information on their own. Funding and support from partners strengthened development and implementation through the use of toolkits housed throughout the state. The program addresses three objectives: (1) provide information about assistive technology across four different areas, (2) educate people about how and where to purchase assistive technology, and (3) help people discover how assistive technology can make life easier.
